COMMITTEE REPORTS 
 
Agility:  March AKC Trial:  The financial reports for the trial have been reviewed by Katie, Becky reported that 
the trial made $7,120.  
 
June UKC Trial:  Shirley is the volunteer coordinator for the June UKC Trial, if you are available to help out, 
please contact her.  Holly has premiums available for those who are interested in entering the trial.  Tents are 
needed for the trial, please contact John Grant if you have one you can make available.   Ron and Cindy both 
offered tents that could be dropped off prior to the trial.   
 
Shirley made two motions on behalf of MAD at the meeting; both carried.  The motions were as follows:  
  

Clean Run Agility Seminar:  Motion was for MKC to authorize additional funds up to $525 to subsidize 
half of the conference fee for up to three instructors (conference fee is $350 per person for three days) 
with the proviso that those who receive this subsidy must provide a written and oral presentation on the 
conference at the next MAD TOT.  Persons attending will be responsible for paying all of their travel 
expenses and the remaining half of the conference fee. 

 
The second motion regarded immunizations for participation in Agility classes as follows: 
• Require agility class participants (including MKC members) to provide proof of current rabies 
vaccination; and 
• Include in our class brochure, in the welcome handout for class, and on the registration form, 
the statement AKC requires in all premiums (i.e., “Students should follow their veterinarians’ 
recommendation to ensure their dogs: are free of internal and external parasites as well as any 
communicable diseases, and have appropriate vaccinations.”) 

  
It was also suggested that all club members who bring their dogs to the fairgrounds to train provide the club 
with proof of rabies vaccination to be maintained at the fairgrounds.

VA Federation:  Katie made a motion that the Club donates $500.00 to the Federation for their efforts toward 
hiring a lobbyist to fight bad dog legislation in Virginia.  The motion carried.   
 
Katie reported that Mary Trimble has agreed to be the official delegate to the Federation on the provision that 
Becky Grant agree to continue to post Federation emails (Becky agreed).  Katie Knepley will be her alternate. 
 
Web Master:  George Ewins has asked for updates for the MAD instructors and the membership list.  Nancy 
reported that a new enrollment form has been posted for the Agility classes.
