One (1) temporary measurement is required. Once measured, be sure to 
retain the Agility Measurement Form yellow copy and check "My dog has a 
*Temporary* Jump Height Form" box, otherwise your dog needs to be 
measured. If your dog turns two years of age or is older as of the trial's date, 
your temporary measurement expires on their 2nd birthday and your dog 
needs to be measured.

A minimum of two (2) permanent measurements are required. If both 
permanent measurements place your dog into the same jump height class, 
the AKC office will issue you a permanent card. If not, then a third 
measurement is required to determine the dog's jump height class. Until such 
time that you have received all required measurements for a permanent jump 
height card, check the "My dog needs to be measured" box. Upon arrival at 
the trial, you must check to see if there is a Volunteer Measuring Official 
and/or an Agility Field Rep. present to perform official measurements. If not, 
and you posses a yellow copy of the Agility Measurement Form from a 
previous measurement, then your armband may be picked up during Check-
In in lieu of being measured by the judge of record. 
Once you have received your permanent card from the AKC office, check the 
"My dog has a *Permanent* Jump Height Card" box on all future entry forms. 
Exception to the 2 permanent measurement requirement: 
If your dog measures _over_ 22 inches at the withers, you have the option of 
selecting the "Over 22" Reqst Perm" box at the top left corner of the Agility 
Measurement Form to receive a permanent jump height card from AKC after 
a single measurement. If you do so, please also sign below the checkbox. By 
doing so, you are giving up your right to have a 2nd measurement performed 
on your dog in the future; however, you are not giving up your right to have 
the challenge measurement process performed in the future. Once you have

If your dog has been measured by an AKC Field Representative or Volunteer 
Measuring Official (VMO) and is now eligible to jump in a lower height class, 
the measurement is effective immediately including any runs (regular or 
preferred class) which have not yet occurred on the same day that the 
measurement is recorded. This immediate action does not apply to 
measurements taken as part of completing the challenge measurement 
process. Dogs who measure into a higher jump height have always been 
required to be moved immediately.

The jump height card challenge process replicates the original measurement 
steps. A minimum of two (2) challenge measurements are required. If both 
challenge measurements place your dog into the same jump height class, 
then you will be issued a new permanent card from the AKC office. If the two 
challenge measurements place the dog in different jump height classes, then 
a third challenge measurement is required to determine the dog's jump 
height 
class. Until such time that you have received all required challenge 
measurements, you must continue to compete at the original jump height 
stated on the permanent jump height card that is in your possession.

This site is an INDOOR site (horse arena – not climate controlled). 
Ring size is 80’ x 100’. The surface is rubber mixed with sand and 
works well for agility. This site is in the Dale City, VA area and is 
between Manassas, VA (I-66) and Woodbridge, VA (I-95). 
 
DIRECTIONS 
From I-66: 
• Take exit 44 – Rt 234 South (NOT Rt 234 Business) and continue southeast for about 

13.4 miles. 
• Turn left onto Hoadly Road (Rt. 642) and continue for about 2.2 miles. 
• Turn right onto Spriggs Road and continue for about 2 miles to a right on Anthony Drive 

(look for Grace Baptist Church Signs). 
• Make an immediate left onto Spriggs Branch Drive. 
• Turn right on the second Anthony Drive. (Note: Anthony Drive “horseshoes” onto 

Spriggs Branch Drive and therefore meets it twice.)  Landmark assistance: Just beyond 
the right turn onto Anthony Drive, you will see white 3-board fencing on the corner lot. 

• Make 1st left turn onto Leilani Drive and follow to horse center. 
 
From Prince Wm. Parkway/Liberia Ave. intersection in Manassas: 
• Follow Prince William Parkway East for approximately 9 miles to stoplight at Hoadly 

Road. 
• Turn right onto Hoadly Road. Follow for approximately 2.5 miles to left onto Spriggs 

Road (0.4 miles past light at Dale Blvd) and follow directions above. 
 
From I-95: 
• Take Exit 152B (Rt. 234 N) toward Manassas. Follow Rt. 234 for approximately 3.7 

miles to right turn at stoplight onto Spriggs Road (1st stoplight after Waterway Drive). 
• Follow Spriggs Rd. for approximately 2.5 miles to left onto Anthony Drive (look for 

Grace Baptist Church Signs). 
• Make an immediate left onto Spriggs Branch Drive. 
• Turn right on the second Anthony Drive. (Note: Anthony Drive “horseshoes” onto

DOGS ELIGIBLE TO ENTER 
This trial is open to all dogs over the age of 15 months that are registered with the 
American Kennel Club or are registerable breeds that have obtained AKC 
ILP/PAL numbers, except bitches in season, aggressive dogs, or dogs suffering 
from any deformity, injury, or illness that may affect the dog’s physical or mental 
performance. Mixed breeds and breeds not registerable with the AKC are not 
eligible to enter. Refer to Chapter 2 of the AKC Registration and Discipline Rules 
for a list of registerable breeds that may participate. 
 
Move-Ups for Saturday Mar 27, 2010, must be received in writing (e-mail is 
acceptable) by the Trial Secretary no later than 6 pm on Monday Mar22, 2010. 
Move-ups for Sunday, Mar 28, 2010 must be made by the end of the trial on Mar. 
27th.  Dogs moved up will be entered at the end of the running order. 
 
COURSE FAMILIARIZATION (WALK-THROUGH):  Handlers in all 
classes are permitted to walk the course, without a dog, prior to the start of the 
class.  The walk-through allows handlers to plan their strategy for running the 
course.  A walk-through period will be held prior to each class, before or after the 
judge’s briefing. 

 
WARM-UP AREA 

A warm-up area, consisting of a regulation agility jump, will be provided for all 
exhibitors. Exhibitors may not use the warm-up area or any other area inside the 
arena in order to relieve their dogs.  

 

 
EXHIBITOR INFORMATION

• Mattaponi Kennel Club requests that all exhibitors and their guests 
respectfully abide by the rules of the horse center, as well as directions of 
parking attendants.

• No exhibitor access to the show grounds until 7:00 a.m. on Mar 27 & 28,

RUNNING ORDER 
 

This is a two–ring, two-judge trial.  Regular Classes will be followed by 
Preferred Classes within each class, division, and jump height.  In all Excellent 
and Novice classes, A and B classes will run concurrently.  Standard and JWW 
classes will be judged in the following order each day: 
 
Standard Classes Ring:  Excellent, Open, Novice 
 
JWW Classes Ring: (starting 30 minutes after start of Standard Classes): 
Open, Novice, Excellent 
 
(Running order by jump height will be from small to large dogs each day.) 



NOTICE TO EXHIBITORS 
 

The safety of the dog is our primary concern. By entering this trial, exhibitors 
acknowledge that they are familiar with the rules and regulations of this sport, 
and that their dogs are familiar with and are able to perform all obstacles safely.  
Puppies under 6 months of age are strictly prohibited from the grounds. 
All dogs must be on a leash at all times except when in the ring, when in the 
designated agility warm-up area, when crated, or when in a secure ex-pen. 
 
 
Exhibitors are responsible for being at the ring gate when it is their turn to run. 
 
Refunds: Entry fees will not be refunded in the event that a dog is absent, 
disqualified, excused, or barred from competition by the action of the Trial 
Committee. No entry fee will be refunded if the trial cannot open or be 
completed by reason of riots, civil disturbances, fire, an act of God, public 
emergency, act of a public enemy, or any other cause beyond the control of the 
organizing committee.  
 
Bitches In Season- A refund of all but $6.00 per dog per day of the entry fee 
will be made for bitches in season.  Veterinarian’s note or other form of proof 
should be presented when requesting a refund.  The Trial Secretary must be 
notified of such claim for refund by the day of the trial.

Responsibility: It is expressly understood that exhibitors alone are responsible 
for the behavior of their dogs and/or children. Any exhibitor whose dogs and/or 
children create unnecessary disturbances or repeatedly engage in unsafe or 
disruptive behavior may, at the discretion of the Trial Committee, be asked to 
leave the show site. In such case, no refund will be made of any entry fees paid. 
 
Returned checks do not constitute a valid entry fee. The Trial Secretary will 
add a $30.00 collection fee to the amount of each returned check.  Subsequent 
returned checks from the same exhibitors may result in their being put on a 
CASH ONLY basis.
